With a menu so full of dishes different to the
staple Indian fayre — if you're after a chicken
tikka masala then this isn't your place — for
someone looking for something different to the
norm it's easy to get giddy like children in a
sweet shop.

1 plumped for special bread (£3.25), aka Indian
pizza, a flat toasted bread topped with
pistachios, cashews, almond flakes, glacé cherries
and coriander leaf. It was not as sweet and sickly
s it sounded, although the portion was large
enough we could have shared one between us, if

okra (and completely incapable of cooking it
myself in a way that doesn't turn out mushy and
unsatisfying) | was a little worried that the meal
couldn't live up to my expectations. | needn’t
have been. A large salmon filet, beautifully
cooked and still moist, was garnished with liberal
amounts of okra in a coconutty sauce. The
portion was huge, the okra was amazing, and the
accompanying lemon rice was great too.

Alan had gone for the Goanese Vindaloo
(£12.75), but any thoughts of the kind of knock-
your-head-off spiciness of a Vindaloo troughed

good value way to eat — although make sure you
order a thosal to go with it. They're big enough
to share although | guarantee once you've tasted
one you won't want to split !

Having eaten the best Indian food I've had,
we're already planning our return to the Lagoon.
And now | know exactly where it s there’s no
excuse not to go back...
